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Job Descriptions:

Group Contact:  The individual responsible for staying in contact with the Volunteer Coordinator for any needed information.  The group contact may not necessarily be volunteering on site.

The safety captain is also responsible for making sure safety is being upheld by their group members at all time while on a Habitat for Humanity site (see manual).  The safety captain should also be aware of where all exits and first aid kits are kept on site.
Crew Leader:  The crew leader is responsible for making sure the group waiver is turned in ahead of time and that all individuals sign in and out on the day they volunteer.
