WHAT TO DONATE - “YES” ITEMS

Habitat ReStore accepts donations that are clean, stain-
free, and in good, working condition. We accept dona-
tions of most items found in home improvement stores:

 Appliances in good working condition

» Bathroom and kitchen fixtures

 Cabinets

* Carpeting and rugs without stains or rips

» Countertops

 Doors: interior, exterior, patio with frame only
* Drywall: 4 ft. sheet minimum

Furniture with no rips or tears

* Hand tools

* Lighting fixtures

* Lumber and plywood: min. 3-foot, nail-free

* Mattresses without stains or rips

* Power tools

* Roofing materials

* TVs: cable access ready sets only

* Vinyl flooring

* Vinyl siding and accessories

* Windows: double pane, vinyl, aluminum; windows
must be complete with jam

* Wood trim and flooring

WHAT TO AVOID - “NO” ITEMS

ReStore will not accept donations of any of the follow-
ing items for safety and usability reasons:

* Anything broken

* Clothing

* Single pane windows/ wood framed windows

» Used tile

* Paint that has been frozen or less than half a gallon
» Used tires

* Toilets greater than 2 gallon volume

* Wooden garage doors
